Superintendent Certification/District Leadership Program

Superintendent Certification/District Leadership Program:

The superintendent certification program is designed for educators wanting to prepare themselves for leadership as either a superintendent of schools or for service in other district wide leadership positions.

Requirements for the Certificate:


Students who hold a master’s degree from an accredited college or university and a valid principal’s certificate can qualify for the Superintendent’s Certificate by completing 15 semester hours of graduate course work in Educational Leadership. Course work is designed around state and national standards for school district leadership preparation developed by the Educational Leadership Constituent Consortium (ELCC) and endorsed by the American Association of School Administrators (AASA). Superintendent certification courses may also be taken as electives for students concurrently enrolled in the Ph. D. in Education program.


Student must pass the Texas Superintendent Certification Examination to receive the Standard Superintendent’s Certificate.

Course Delivery:


All courses for the superintendent’s certificate are delivered in a hybrid face-to-face/on line format. In the fall and spring semesters, classes meet on two Saturdays a month. Summer course work is spread over an 8 week period beginning in Summer I and typically meets face to face three times during the summer, The bulk of instruction and student interaction takes place on line via the university’s TRACS system. 

Admission to the Program:

It is strongly recommended that students begin study for the Superintendent’s

Certificate in the summer or fall semesters. Applications for admission should be submitted to the Graduate School before the start of the semester in which the student plans to begin study. Requirements for admission include:

· A master’s or higher degree (Ph. D., Ed. D., J. D.) from an accredited college or university and a valid Texas Principal’s Certificate

· Submission of an application for admission to the Graduate School of Texas State University*

· Submission of official transcripts of all undergraduate and graduate work, and copies of the Principal’s certificate and service record to the Graduate School of Texas State University

Cohorts:

 
Presently all course work is offered on the Texas State University campus. However, if a sufficient number of students can be identified in a specific location in the Texas State University service area, course work may be offered at an alternative location, e. g. a school district site, either in a face-to-face mode or through distance learning technology.
