cannot be printouts from a web site)
o 3 reference forms completed by references listed on your application
e A copy of the results of your Graduate Record Exam (GRE) or documentation and/or letter signed by you of your
intent to take the exam at the earliest possible time
e A completed Criminal History Release Form
e Completed application to the Texas State Graduate College. There is a $40 application fee to the graduate
school. You may either send a check NOT dated, or you can wait to see if you are accepted, then send the
application fee. This fee is non-refundable.
e Current resume

After March 15 the Selection Committee will review all applications. Based upon your qualifications and the
completeness of your file, the Committee will select those candidates who will interview with participating school district
personnel. If selected as a candidate, you will be contacted by the Teacher Fellows Program to schedule an interview.

It is your responsibility to distribute the enclosed teacher reference blanks to the references listed on your application.
Provide your reference with a stamped envelope addressed to the same address as the completed application (listed
above). References must also be postmarked by March 15.
